Kaleidophon brings together at least two characteristics of my most recent works. On the one hand, composition with tempi, on the other hand, the unfolding of one single voice into polyphony or the reduction of multiple voices into monody.

The three players’ tempi depend in this case only on each other; there is no general framework which the players can rely on, only pair relationships which fit into each other in the manner of a clockwork.

Different questions relating to the problem of monody and polyphony arise in this piece: is it possible to represent three tempi at the same time on one single instrument? Will the identity of the single voice as a defined role be altered by such a construction?.

The pitch structure corresponds with the tempo structure. There is new pitch material on each section, wherby the intervals have the same proportions as the tempi have, however in opposite direction, such that the intervals become smaller as the tempi get closer to each other.
